Routes for Hub Ride

(1/28/09 version)

Route A:  Skill level 8. This route is called the Whiskey Run.   It has major twisters in it.  Will go through Mt. Judea.  Total travel around 80 miles, will take around 3 hours to complete.  Travel south on hwy 7.  Make left turn on hwy 123 North at Lurton Cutoff Road, or the next turn to hwy 123 will be a sharp left turn.  Travel 123 to hwy 65 and make left turn.  Make left turn on hwy 206 at Valley Springs.  This will take you back to hwy 7, at 7 make a left turn.  Make a left turn on hwy 7 spur back to the Hub.  After this ride, you will probably need a drink.

Road condition, good to rough asphalt.  No gas on route, fill up at Jasper.
Route B:  Skill level 6.  This route is called the Coon Hollow Run.  Has a lot of rolling curves and turns.  Would fill fuel tank at Jasper and enjoy the ride.  Total miles around 120, about 3 to 4 hours to enjoy. From the Hub, take left on hwy 7 through Jasper.  Take left on hwy 16 at Pelsor.  Take left on hwy 377 at Witts Springs, at Snowball turns into 74 and make right, continue to hwy 65 and take left.  Take left on hwy 206 at Valley Springs.  Follow hwy 206 to hwy 7 and take left.  Take left on hwy 7 spur to the Hub.  Road conditions are good.

Route C:   Skill level 9 plus.  This is called the Lost Canyon Run:  It’s only 50 miles, but don’t let that fool you.  It will take about two hours.  This route is full of major twists, and turn backs, up and down mountains.  The skill level of the rider should be high.  From the Hub, turn right on hwy 7.  Shortly take a left on hwy 206.  Turn left on hwy 43.  Just past Ponca at intersection turn left on hwy 74 and then hold your breath and go.  Hwy 74 will bring you back into Jasper, a great little town to explore and gas up.  From Jasper travel north on hwy 7 back to the Hub.  Road condition, great.

Route D:  This is called the Boxley Canyon Run.  Skill level for this ride is 5.  Very easy route, lots to see and enjoy.  This route will take you into the area where the Elk Population exists, hope you see some.  The distance is about 90 miles and will take about 3 hours for stops and scenic views.  From the Hub, take right on hwy 7; shortly take left on hwy 206.  Take left on hwy 43, in Ponca turn right at intersection of hwy 74 and 43, back on 43, you will be at the Lost Valley State Park area, may what to take some time for things to see.  Continue on 43 until junction 21 and make right.  Continue north on 21 until you come to hwy 412 and make right.  At Alpena turn right onto hwy 62, 62 turns back into hwy 412.  At 392 turn right.  At Creel Road turn right toward 43 and 206.  At junction turn left on 206.  206 will take you back into 7 and turn right.  Turn left off 7 back to Hub.

Route E:  This is called the Big Valley Run.  Ride level on this is an easy 5.  A Scenic route, with a lot of long and easy turns.  This route is about 150 miles and will take a good 5 hours to enjoy.  From the Hub take a left on hwy 7.  I would recommend filling fuel tanks in Jasper.  Continue South on hwy 7 to junction hwy 7 and 16.  Make a right on hwy 16.  Stay on hwy 16 until you approach St. Paul.  Take a right on hwy 23 north toward Huntsville.  Once into Huntsville take a right on hwy 127, this will take you to E Main St. take a right on E Main St., turn left on N. Parrott Drive and 412 B at junction of  23 and 412b turn right.  Stay on 412b until you reach hwy 412 and turn right onto 412.  At Alpena 412 and 62 merges take a right and stay on 412.  At junction 65 and 412 make a right turn.  412 will take you toward Harrison, go through town, at junction 62, 412 and hwy 7 make a right turn onto hwy 7 south and 43.  Stay on hwy 7 south back to Hub.

Route F:  This is called the Water Hole Run.  Ride level on this is an easy 5 as well.  A great scenic view all the way, and if it’s hot a great place to have a cool swim.  This route is about 140 miles, an easy 4 hour ride, but you might want to pack a lunch and spent the day at the swimming hole, either way, you will not be disappointed.  Please gas up at Jasper; you do not want to run out of fun on this run.  Take hwy 7 south to Pelsor and turn right on hwy 123.  The swimming hole will be about 10 or 12 miles from this point, you will not be able to miss it.  Hwy 123 will take you toward Hagarville, at junction 123 and 164 take a left on hwy 164.  Hwy 164 will take you back into hwy 7.  Take a left on hwy 7 north and enjoy the ride back to the Hub.
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
